WHY CHOOSE MORE THAN ENGLISH?

We make sure that there is a wide mix of
students from different countries on our summer
school. For a better immersion experience, we
include some British teenagers on our activity
programme. We also limit the number of
students from each country and the number of
speakers of each language.

More Than English is an owner managed school
and our focus is on providing a high quality and
personal service.

Because every child is different we offer choice in
terms of study options, excursions and the activity
programme.
